      On the Second Sunday of Easter of the Jubilee Year 2000, Pope John Paul II announced that òfrom now on this 
Sunday will be called Divine Mercy Sunday.ó  The Divine Mercy devotion fosters the virtue of trust in Godõs mercy that finds 
its fulfillment in the liturgy of Reconciliation and the Holy Eucharist. 
 
 Jesus told St. Faustina that this Feast of Mercy would be a very special day when òall the divine floodgates through 
which graces flow are opened.ó (Diary 699)  Jesus promised that òThe soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy 
Communion shall obtain the complete forgiveness of sins and punishment.ó (Diary (699)  He went on to say òI want to grant a 
complete pardon to the souls that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion on the Feast of My Mercy.ó (Diary 1109) 
 
                           To observe the Feast of Mercy, we should: 
   1. Celebrate the Feast on the Sunday after Easter; 
   2. Sincerely repent of all our sins; 
   3. Place our complete trust in Jesus; 
   4. Go to Confession, preferably before that Sunday;  
          One must be in the state of grace to receive the extraordinary grace promised by Our Lord. 
   5. Receive Holy Communion on the Day of The Feast; 
   6. Venerate the Image of Divine Mercy; 
   7. Be merciful to others through our actions, words and prayers on their behalf. 
 
 We want to encourage everyone to take advantage of this incredible promise and the additional Plenary Indulgence 
on this great Feast of Mercy òDivine Mercy Sundayó.  We want you to benefit fully from these promises, and we also want 
you to notify all of your family and friends about them too.
