Reflections from a Parishioner 
 

     From a Pilgrim  
    by David Erie 
 
 On April 17, an absolutely beautiful morning at Nationals Park in Washington, D.C., I, 
along with a small group of other Chicagoans, had an experience that I am sure will inspire us 
for a lifetime - the chance to attend Pope Benedict XVI's first Mass as Pope in America. While 
the excitement of the attendees was literally palpable, and the sheer spectacle of the event was 

almost overwhelming (yup, that is Denyce Graves singing before Mass and Placido Domingo singing Panis Angelicus 
after Communion), what made the day so special to me, and I think for all of the Church in America, was its most 
obvious aspect - we were in the presence of the visible leader of our Church, the shepherd we can see (who arrived 
on a plane called Shepherd One), just a few short days after Good Shepherd Sunday, when we celebrated the 
shepherd we cannot see, the invisible leader of our Church, Jesus Christ. This is a brilliant man, the foremost 
theologian of his time, and that was obvious from his homily. But what was even more striking about him was his 
presence - a truly holy and caring person reaching out not just to the institutional Catholic Church in America, but 
also to every one of us, to encourage and challenge us with his message of hope. 
 
 And "hope" was the word of the day. With a motto for his trip of "Christ Our Hope" and a title for this 
Mass of "Make All New in Christ Our Hope," the Pope made clear his fervent belief that in hope in Jesus Christ we 
were saved, that hope is "poured into our hearts by the Holy Spirit," and that the Holy Spirit can be a source of 
conversion for all of us - a "hope of a new beginning" in our own lives and a renewal of the Church in America. The 
Pope talked of hope, and Christ Our Hope, in three different yet related contexts - in our Church, in our world, and 
in ourselves. 
 
 As to the Church in America, the Pope emphasized that his visit to Washington was a return to Catholicism's 
roots in this country - specifically in 1634 in Maryland. That Church was founded upon a witness to Christ our hope, 
and the Pope encouraged us to look to the future "firmly grounded in the faith that has been passed on by 
previous generations," and to reaffirm the unity in the apostolic faith that we have received - and not succumb to 
attitudes contrary to Gospel truth. The Pope prayed that the Church in America "will be renewed in spirit" and 
stressed, "The World needs this witness!" 
 
 The Pope's belief in the urgency of his plea was made clear in his words about the state of our world. He 
said that the world was at a "crossroads" - this is a "time of great promise," with people growing together and 
interdependent, but also a time of "breakdown in the very foundations of society" - the Pope referring to, among 
other things, alienation, anger, increased violence, and "a weakening of the moral sense." The Pope pointed to the 
words of the day's Responsorial Psalm, "Lord send out your spirit and renew the face of the earth," and reminded 
all of us that Americans are a "people of hope" - a people who faced a vast wilderness with a hope of building 
anew, and that hope for the future is integral to the American culture. It is clearly this aspect of American society 
that the Pope prays can be combined with the hope provided by the Holy Spirit to "make all new" and renewed in 
Jesus Christ. 
 
 As to hope and the people in the seats (and pews), the Pope's challenge could not be more clear - "Those 
who have hope must live different lives!" Whoa - no slinking off to the concession stands, no slithering over to the 
papal souvenir lines - this was a call to renewal (through witness to the faith, and a new beginning by the practice 
of penance), prayer and charity. This, the Pope encouragingly stated, leads you to a "vast horizon of hope" that 
the whole world can be "reconciled and renewed in Christ Jesus, our Savior." Now that is something to hope for.
