Reflections from the Pastor 

 This weekend 40 young people from St. Joseph Parish will be confirmed in the 
Catholic faith by Bishop Jerome Listecki, Bishop of LaCrosse, Wisconsin.  It represents another 
landmark for our parish, but more importantly for the young people.  I have interviewed each 
of them as part of their final preparation, and I am happy to report to the parish that, in 
general, they are indeed ready to be fully initiated into the Church.  The journey in the 
Catholic faith that began for them on the day of their baptism and which was deepened when 
they were welcomed to the table of the Eucharist, is now fortified by the gift of the Holy Spirit 
in the Sacrament of Confirmation. 
 

 When each candidate for Confirmation comes to my office for his/her appointment 
they bring with them their completed Confirmation workbook, a report on the saint whose 
name they have chosen for Confirmation, a letter to the confirming bishop stating the reasons 

they seek to be confirmed and a letter to me expressing their willingness to continue their religious education and 
involvement in the parish.  In addition they bring a record of the hours they have contributed to serving the needs of others.  
In almost every case, this work has been excellent.  I have been very impressed by the seriousness with which these young 
people have taken the various components of their preparation for Confirmation. 
 

 In their letters to me, the young people expressed some very profound thoughts.  I would like to share some of them 
with you.  Referring to why she wanted to be confirmed, Catherine wrote, òI would like to be confirmed because I have been 
practicing my faith for many years and I fully understand and accept the responsibility of becoming a faithful and practicing 
Catholic.  I go to church each Sunday and I try to go to Reconciliation at least every other month.ó  Brian feels that, òThe 
Sacrament of Confirmation strengthens the promises made at baptism and the grace received at baptism.  In this world, 
especially in the school years, young people need all the help they can get, and I want to get in on it before itõs too late.ó  
Another Catherine said, òI strongly believe in God and the teachings of the Catholic Church.  I have been raised by two 
good Catholic parents who taught me my faith.  Being confirmed will strengthen my faith and allow me to continue my life as 
a good Catholic.ó And Carolyn wrote, òThroughout the next few years I believe Confirmation will be important for me to 
remain close to God as I will be tempted in ways I have not yet experienced.  I believe I am now at a proper age to show 
Jesus my dedication and belief and, in turn, he will guide me in the Christian way of life.ó 
 

 Referring to her service hours as a catechistõs aide, Christine wrote, òThose times I helped I realized how important it 
was for me to be helping the children.  In a sense they were the teacher for me.ó  Kelly, who also served as a catechistõs 
aide said, òHelping small children understand the Word of God was very rewarding.  It helped me understand the very 
basis of our faith.ó  Katrina wrote, òThe children were very willing to learn about their religion and were very thankful for 
what they had.  The experience has really inspired me to consider becoming a teacher.ó  As a response to performing a 
variety of service projects, Edward thought, òAll of these projects have opened my eyes to different ways of relating to 
others.ó 
 

 Two young people bravely expressed some regrets as well.  One wrote, òI see Confirmation as a powerful source 
of healing from God.  I mention this because I have continuously missed church, not because I didnõt feel like going, but that 
my parents didnõt get the chance to send me.  I want that to be healed.ó  And another expressed a similar feeling: òI want to 
be confirmed because I need to be reintroduced to my faith and the church.  Since my First Communion I have lost touch with 
the church and God by not making enough effort to either go to church by myself, or getting my whole family to go with 
me.ó 
 

 If sometime adults donõt think children have important feelings, consider these.  Referring to the changes going on 
inside her at this time, one young girl said, òRecently I felt I have been more cautious with my actions than usual (because 
Confirmation has been on my mind) and I think that is a very important part of the process.ó  And another young girl who 
visited some of the sights in our nationõs capital at Easter wrote, òThe Basilica reminded me that the Catholic faith connects all 
cultures.  I want to be confirmed in order to experience that unique joy throughout my life ð an unearthly joy that stays with 
you ð and spread that joy to others.ó 
 

 When all my interviews with the candidates for Confirmation were completed, I sat back and reflected on these 
impressive young people.  They seem more mature than I was when I was their age.  They are enthusiastic, imaginative, self-
confident and generally delightful to be around.  I told each candidate that I am happy that they are part of St. Joseph 
Parish now and hope that they continue to be involved in the life of the parish, especially by their attendance at Sunday 
Mass.  I also told them how proud I am of them.  God bless them.
