Reflections from the Pastor

the air, I thought I would share a few of the messages they sent me on my recent 
birthday. 
 

He 
wrote, òJesus rose from the dead for your birthday.ó  I have often been baffled over the years when trying 
to figure out a childõs logic, but I must admit this one completely stumps me.  I wonder if Matt had started to 
make an Easter card and got distracted until it was time for him to make another card.
