Two weeks ago a half million young people from all over the world gathered in
Sydney, Australia for the celebration of World Youth Day. Popular accounts of the events

thought it might be helpful to provide a more balanced account of what World Youth Day is
all about.

First of all, World Youth Day began in 1986 when Pope John Paul Il invited the
youth of the world to Rome. He sai d, 0The principa
the center of the faith and life of every young person so that he may be their constant point of reference and also th
inspiration of every initiative and commitment for the education of the new generations. This is the slogan of eve
Youth Day, and through this decade, the Days have been like an uninterrupted and pressing call to build life and fait
upon the rock, who is Christ. ¢ st Worlderouth ®dayhse cleamyghis has S
become an established event on the global stage.

Secondly, World Youth Day is not one day, but rather several days. Pope John Paul Il described the
experience in this way: 0The different moments of wt
a proclamation of the path of conversion to Christ, starting from the deepest experiences and questions of the dai
life of the addressees. The Word of God is the central point, catechetical reflection is the method, prayer is the
nutri ment, and communication and dialogue, the style

For three days before the Holy Father arrives at the site of World Youth Day, the young people gather in
their respective language groups for catechesis and the celebration of the Eucharist. Each of the mornings of th
three days the young people are assigned a catechetical site where they return each day for intensive catechetic
instruction. There are readings from Sacred Scripture, reflections on the readings presented by expert commentatc
witness talks given by the youth themselves, musical interludes, dialogue on the biblical themes raised and finally
catechetical instruction presented by a bishop. Toward the end of the morning, all those gathered at the catechetic
site celebrate Mass together. In Denver there were over forty such catechetical sites scattered all over tr
metropolitan area ranging in size from a few hundred in a parish church t0100,000 in Mile High Stadium. In the
afternoons, the young people are free to mingle with their counterparts from all over the world. Ordinarily the
evenings gather the young people at the larger venues for other liturgical services such as the Stations of the Cross,
Living Rosary, Eucharistic adoration, etc. And all this happens before the Holy Father even arrives in the host c
Once he does arrive, the young people gather in an enormous open space for evening prayedpagigyi and
Mass the following morning. In Manila five million people came together for the closing Mass. | have subsequer
read that was the largest gathering of human beings in the history of the world.
