Reflections from the Pastor 

 Last week a parishioner on the way into Mass said to me, òFather, why was the 
bell tower covered with all those tarps?  Now that theyõre coming down, I see it doesnõt 
look any different at all.ó  I hope that point of view represents most of our people 
because the whole point of the repair and reconstruction project was to restore the church, 
its portè cochere, and bell tower to their original beauty.  Now that the construction 
projects are finally nearing the end, I thought it would be a good time once again to 
present a summary report on the progress.  This report is the sixth I have given since the 
work began. 
 

 The first phase of the most comprehensive repair and restoration project since the 
church was built almost seventy years ago was the replacement of the roofs.  That was completed in 2005 and I 
have reported extensively on that over the years.   
 

 The next phase was the complete tuckpointing of the church as well as the replacement of hundreds of 
broken, cracked and spalled bricks.  That was completed last summer with the exception of a small portion of the 
church that is adjacent to the bell tower.  That part was inaccessible because of the scaffolding around the bell 
tower, but it will be done within the next few weeks.  Everyone remembers the huge clouds of dust that rose every 
day around the church as a result of the grinding and pointing ð especially our neighbors.  One lady down Lake 
Avenue told me that for a brief period of time she gave up dusting her furniture because it was useless.  I know 
we havenõt washed the windows of the rectory for two years because there was no point.  Weõve learned to look 
at life through filthy panes of glass.  As soon as the work is finished, I intend to get a crew of window washers in 
here to remove the years of grime and open up the rectory and school annex to the sunõs bright light once again. 
 

 The third phase of the project was the demolition and reconstruction of the portè cochere.  As everyone 
knows by now, it was imploding, falling in on itself due to the excessive load of the roof on the pillars that tried to 
support it.  The structural engineers told us that the portè cochere probably started to fail shortly after it was built 
in 1939.  In the fifties, Monsignor Neumann put some steel braces in the pillars to try to support it, but this just 
postponed the inevitable.  By the time we started work on the portè cochere in this project, the mortar was 
crumbling badly and individual bricks were beginning to pop out.  The danger this created required that drastic 
action be taken.  The portè cochere has now been completely rebuilt and now stands five feet wider than the 
original in order to accommodate todayõs emergency vehicles as well as the larger cars and vans people drive 
today. 
 

 The fourth phase of the project was rebuilding the bell tower from the inside out.  Much of the interior 
brickwork behind the façade of the bell tower had been saturated with seventy years of moisture infiltration.  
Rain, snow, sleet and ice in seasonal freeze-thaw patterns over those years had weakened the structure of the 
bell tower.  After all itõs 100% masonry ð bricks and mortar.  As a matter of fact the officials of the Archdiocese 
suggested we take the bell tower down and leave it down.  I simply would not do that, so we removed the face 
brick from top to bottom, rebuilt the back-up brick where needed, repaired and replaced some of the limestone 
caps and re-clad it with new face brick.  I promised the school children that the bells of Saint Joseph would ring 
again on their first day of school near the end of August.  I intend to keep that promise. 
 

 The last phase will be cleaning up the grounds from the prolonged period of construction.  It will include 
replacing the landscaping around the church and portè cochere and resurfacing the circular drive facing Lake 
Avenue.  I also intend to add a curb to the circular drive in order to present a more finished look to the northern 
exposure of the property.   
 

 The whole project has taken much longer than we originally anticipated, but I am happy to report that it 
has been accomplished within its budget.  When itõs finished we wonõt have much left in our bank account, but at 
least those who come after us wonõt have to undertake such a comprehensive repair and restoration project for 
many, many years.  God bless you.
