Reflections from the Pastor 

 As promised last week, Iõm going to share some of the entries from the 
secretariesõ notes of the Saint Maryõs Altar Society of Saint Joseph Parish, the parish 
organization that preceded our present Womenõs Club.  The ministries and 
charitable outreach of the Saint Maryõs Altar Society and those of our Womenõs 
Club are remarkably similar, even though their combined activities and interests 
span almost a hundred and fifty years.  In addition, Iõm sure youõll be amused not 
only by the content of some of the entries but also by the cost of the ladiesõ 
initiatives compared to todayõs prices.  The entries reveal not only a history of the 
Altar Society, but also a history of the parish and a reflection of the wider world 
between the two World Wars. 
 

 The Centennial booklet of the Saint Maryõs Altar Society published in 1962 introduces the sample of 
the Societyõs charities first by apologizing that the excerpts from the secretariesõ minutes date back only to 
1928 because a fire destroyed the earlier records.  I was going to highlight words or phrases in the entries 
which I thought were either very interesting or very funny, but there were so many I decided just to let them 
speak for themselves.  Here goes: 
 

May 6, 1928- Motion to make new vestments before the new church is built.  
September 2, 1928- Motion to buy two new beds for the sisters. Motion to buy material for albs, St. Joseph 
Ladies Aid to make them. (The Ladies Aid was a group of women who met together periodically to do this 
kind of work.) 
April 7, 1929- Motion to send $15.00 as endowment fund of Womenõs Catholic Union, and to send 
delegates to the convention. Mr. Braun offered to make a quilt of materials supplied by the Society for 
Sistersõ spare bedroom. Motion to buy 3 dozen card tables. 
August 25, 1929- Motion to give Father Netstraeterõs grave perpetual care. Motion to buy whatever is 
needed in the line of linens for the pastorõs home.  
January 19, 1930- Motion to pray the litany in church in English, at a wake to pray the rosary in English or 
German as requested by the family, and on Corpus Christi to pray in German in respect to the older 
members. 
October 4, 1931- Motion to buy electric Hoover vacuum sweeper for the church also a Junior Hoover 
sweeper. 
January 17, 1932- Motion to pay for Christmas trees for the church. Motion to give the Mothers Club $5.00 
May 1, 1932- Members are asked to save American Family Soap Flakes wrappers to get silverware for the 
church. 
January 15, 1933- Motion that the Motherõs Club and St. Maryõs Society pay to fix up the kitchen, the Young 
Peopleõs Club to do the work. 
September 3, 1933- Motion to pay expense for the Sisters to go to the Worldõs Fair. Motion to buy new 
beds for the sisters. Food shower for Sisters to be held October 12 1933. Motion to have a Requiem Mass 
said once a year for Father Netstraeter. 
January 14, 1934- Motion to buy heating pads for the Sisters. The Steffens family is making a quilt which 
they will donate to be raffled. 
October 21, 1934- Motion to pay for stove, mattresses and springs and have table repaired for the Sisters; 
also to buy sheets pillowcases and tablecloths for the Sisters; also to have the pantry shower for the Sisters 
given not only by the St. Mary Society, but all women of the parish. 
May 14, 1935- Discussion was held regarding praying English or German at Corpus Christi processions- 
voted in favor of English. 
January 16, 1938- Mrs. Selzer made a motion to have the president call two members within the area of an 
ill party to call on her. 
September 22, 1938- The Sistersõ mangle will be put in order at the expense of St. Mary Society.

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January 10, 1941- Motion to give $25.00 towards the new stove in the meeting room of the rectory. 
January 18, 1942- Father Neumann gave thanks to the Society for the $1500 given to the Building Fund. 
October 6, 1942- Motion to have a monthly Mass for all the boys in the service   
February 2, 1943- Motion made to do our part in programs to entertain boys at Camp Skokie once a month. 
April 1, 1943- Motion made that we buy a set of altar cloths to be sewed by the Ladies Aid and sent to the 
Chaplainsõ Aid. 
May 1, 1943- Motion made to be a patron in the Mallinckrodt program. 
June 1, 1943- A donation of $5.00 was sent to the Decoration Day program. 
September 14, 1943- A suggestion was made to organize a Young Ladies Sodality. 
October 5, 1943- The parents were urged to have their daughters join the Young Ladies Society. 
March, 1944- The servicemenõs party was a great success. A donation of $5.00 will be given to the Wilmette 
Service Menõs Center. 
May 27, 1944- Motion to give a cash donation for the boys at Fort Sheridan. 
June 6, 1944- Motion to donate $5.00 for Servicemenõs Center at Linden Avenue. 
 
 I hope you enjoyed reading these excerpts from the minutes of the meetings of the Saint Maryõs Altar 
Society of Saint Joseph Parish as much as I did.  They give us a rare glimpse of the life of a very vibrant parish 
organization made up of the ancestors of some of the families still living in the parish today.  God bless them.
