Reflections from the Pastor 

 Last Wednesday morning St. Joseph School threw open its doors to over 
three hundred fifty children and at least as many opportunities and possibilities as 
we began another academic year.  Mr. Berger begins his sixth year as our highly 
regarded school principal and, almost unbelievably, his forty-second year in 
Catholic education.  We welcome back our esteemed veteran teachers and several 
very impressive new teachers.  I look forward to yet another promising year in the 
distinguished history of St. Joseph School. 
 

 First of all I want to thank the generous people of St. Parish for their 
continuing support of our school.  Your weekly contributions to the parish allow us to 
have a school in the first place and to provide a subsidy to every family who 

chooses to send their children to our school. 
 

 Second, I also want to thank the parents for choosing to enroll your children in St. Joseph School.  By 
doing so you bear witness at considerable personal sacrifice to the surpassing value of a Catholic school 
education. 
 

 Third, I want to thank the principal, teachers and staff of St. Joseph School for their dedicated service 
to the education and formation of our children.  All those professionally involved in Catholic school education 
give up the higher salaries of their counterparts in public education in order to teach in our schools.  This 
generosity can never be taken for granted. 
 

 Fourth, I want to thank the leaders and many volunteers of the Parish School Organization who raise 
a considerable amount of funds to support the school.  Their tireless efforts go a long way to make a Catholic 
school education available and accessible to the families of our parish. 
 

 St. Joseph School is an amazing enterprise.  Every child is wonderfully made with a body, a mind, a 
heart and a soul.  St. Joseph School has the freedom to engage every aspect of the childõs personality and to 
develop each childõs individuality.  We are uniquely able to educate the whole child and especially to 
nourish each oneõs immortal soul.  Relying on Godõs grace and the irreplaceable love of parents, we can 
inform our children of the saving Word of God and form them in the image of Jesus Christ.  We can share 
the rich tradition of a distinctively Catholic morality and provide a healthy Catholic environment in which our 
children can flourish.  This freedom sets us apart. 
 

 In my view, the Catholic education at St. Joseph School is the best buy in town.  The real per pupil 
cost of educating each child is almost twice as much as the tuition.  Therefore in effect every child in St. 
Josephõs School receives a generous scholarship.  From where does the money come to provide each child 
with this scholarship?  It comes from the generosity of the people of St. Joseph Parish through their weekly 
contributions; it comes from the fund-raising efforts of the Parish School Organization; and it comes as a 
result of the generous dedication of our principal and teachers. 
 

 Obviously the majority of the cost of a childõs tuition is paid by his/her parents.  Thatõs why I take 
every opportunity I can to remind the children to express gratitude to their parents for sending them to St. 
Joseph School.  I want to add my own thanks to the parents who make such substantial sacrifices to send their 
children to St. Joseph School. 
 

 Rearing children in our contemporary society and culture is not easy.  Severe challenges to the values 
which Catholic parents hold dear come from every direction.  As their children grow, all parents hope and 
pray that thy will learn those values and make them their own.  As the new academic year begins, I ask the 
people of St. Joseph Parish to keep all the children of our parish in your prayers - those who attend our 
parish school and those who attend our excellent parish religious education program.
