Reflections from the Pastor 

 Today, on behalf of the Parish Finance Committee, I am pleased to 
present our Financial Report for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2008.  In 
addition, this report includes the presentation of a balanced budget for the 
present fiscal year. 
 

 I am especially happy to report that the pastoral life of Saint Joseph 
Parish continues to be strong and vibrant.  The October Mass attendance count 
just calculated indicated that about the same number of people attended the 
Masses at Saint Joeõs this year as did last year.  Our parish school and 
religious education programs continue to grow with 356 children in the school 

and 384 in religious education.  Our SPRED program for developmentally disabled children had a 
very successful year as well.  The efforts of our Parish Evangelization Team to reach out to the 
inactive Catholics in our community through interesting adult faith formation programs continue to 
bear fruit.  

 

With a firm commitment to maintain a balanced budget and reduce our expenses, this year 
the church finished the year with a surplus of $140,000.  We also received an extraordinarily 
generous special bequest of $400,000 for our school.  We continue to expand ParishPay, an 
automated electronic giving program, in which over one hundred families participate.  I want to 
encourage more families to participate in ParishPay and so have included a sign-up form in the 
parish bulletin.    

 

This past year we re-paved both our East Parking Lot as well as the circular drive that faces 
Lake Avenue, adding new curbs to both for proper drainage and a safer traffic flow.  The church 
building has now been entirely tuckpointed.  The porte-cochère was completely rebuilt and widened 
in order to permit the access of emergency vehicles.  The bell tower, too, was repaired and re-clad 
so that the Bells of Saint Joseph can continue to call people to prayer all over the neighborhood for 
many years to come.   

 

 I am extremely proud and happy to report that all these projects, whose cost exceeded $2 
million, were completed within the planned budget.  That represents all the unrestricted monies 
collected during the Millennium Campaign as well as most of those in our Building Fund.  In other 
words, at this point we have little left in our unrestricted savings account.  Now that we are finished 
repairing, restoring and in some cases rebuilding the exterior parts of the church, we will have to 
turn our attention to the interior with new painting, electrical wiring and lighting. 
 

I want to take this opportunity to express my deepest gratitude to the members of the 
Finance Committee: Eileen Frank, chair, Jim Bolotin, Phil Couri, Anne Marie Dempsey, Dave Fox, 
David McHugh, Sally Robey and Vince Kennedy, our business manager.  I appreciate their 
assistance very much. 
 

I want to thank you for your continuing generosity to Saint Joseph Parish and congratulate 
you for all that has been accomplished this past year.  As you read this report I ask you to maintain 
that support and prayerfully consider the future needs of this great and historic parish. 
 

May God bless you for all that you do for Saint Joseph Parish.
