Reflections from the Pastor 

From Memorial Day until the end of the academic year, there are so many parish 
events that itõs impossible to appreciate each one for its own significance in the 
whole fabric of life that is Saint Josephõs.  Today, for example, Iõm supposed to 
join all the other priests of the Archdiocese of Chicago at a meeting with Cardinal 
George.  But thereõs no way I can be present even for part of the day.  Iõve just 
finished having an end of the year breakfast with the members of the school band 
to say thank you to them and to Mr. Pancratz for another wonderful year.  Later 
this morning, I will celebrate the end of the school year Mass with all the children, 
their teachers and some parents during which I will try to emphasize some of the 
Christian virtues the children sang about in their Spring Program.  Our soon-to-be 
graduates will march in the procession attired in their caps and gowns.  As soon as 
that Mass is over, I will join the Executive Board of our Womenõs Club for their 

final meeting of the year, which always concludes with a nice luncheon.  This evening is the annual dinner for 
our eighth grade graduates and their parents which is beautifully prepared and served by the seventh 
graders and their parents.  Each one of these events have special significance in the life of this parish, but 
thereõs really no time to stop and think about what that significance is.  And thatõs only one day!  Itõs like this 
from Memorial Day until the last day of school. 
 
 On Memorial Day itself, we had our annual Jubilee Jog which helps raise money to keep our school 
tuition as affordable as possible for as many as possible.  Immediately after the jog, we celebrated the 
traditional Field Mass in our parish cemetery during which we honored those who have given their lives in the 
military service of this country and those buried in the cemetery.  We are so fortunate, as a parish, to have 
our own cemetery, a constant reminder of all those wonderful people of faith that came before us and 
handed on the care of this great parish on to us. The Wilmette Memorial Day Parade stepped off from our 
parking lot as soon as the Mass was finished. Then there was a little time to pause and think about the 
meaning of each of those events for our parish. 
 
 The next day, there was an all-school Mass during which we developed the theme of the importance 
of prayer in the life of every person.  I reminded the children and the parents, who were present, that our 
soaring bell tower was not just a beautiful structure, but its bells rang every hour in order to call all of us to 
prayer especially at three significant times of the day: when they rise in the morning, when they break at 
noontime and when they go to bed at night.  When the bells were sending them to bed that night, the 
members of the parish Finance Committee were just beginning their meeting.  We are so blessed as a parish 
to have such a competent and accomplished group of people serve on our Finance Committee. 
 
 The next day, I said Mass in the convent with our second graders, the most recent group to have been 
admitted to the table of the Lord when they made their First Holy Communion.  Itõs an intimate setting in which 
we can all sense more easily the nearness of the Lord.  That evening, I installed the new officers of the 
Womenõs Club and raced back from that to make the last few minutes of our parish Saint Vincent DePaul 
Society meeting. So much happens so rapidly, during these days, that there is simply no time to consider how 
important each one of these events to the life of the parish. 
 
 Add a few funerals during the week for some revered parishioners to a busy weekend of Masses 
and the challenge becomes even greater ð especially when the Universal Church is celebrating Pentecost and 
our local parish is marking the retirement of our school principal, Mr. Berger.  The Parish School Organization 
did a great job preparing both the liturgy of thanksgiving and a wonderful reception for Mr. Berger.  But, 
there was no time to reflect on the significance of the Feast of Pentecost for the Universal Church or the 
retirement of our school principal for our parish.

AND  EUCHARISTIC ADORATION  
On Sunday, June 14th, the Church will celebrate The Solemnity of  

Corpus Christi, also known as the Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ.    
This Solemnity honors the Real Presence of Christ in the Holy Eucharist.    

The Solemnity of Corpus Christi was introduced to encourage the faithful to  

give praise and thanks for the gift of Christ in the Blessed Sacrament. There will  
be a Eucharistic Procession concluding the 11:30 am Mass. We will then have  
Eucharistic Adoration in the Church following the procession until  2pm and  
conclude with Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament. All are welcome  for the  

procession and to stay for quiet adoration of the Blessed  Sacrament.      
 

The Corpus Christi  procession represents the typical form of a Eucharistic  
procession.   It is, in a sense, a prolongation of the celebration of the Eucharist.  Imme-

diately after Mass, the Sacred Host, consecrated during the Mass, is  
carried out of the Church for the Christian faithful "to make public  profession  

of faith and worship of the Most Blessed Sacrament."
