Reflections from the Pastor 

 This weekend marks the end of the fiscal year for Saint Joseph Parish. I want 
to take this opportunity to thank the good and generous people of this parish for their 
continued financial support for this historic parish.  Within the next few weeks I will be 
presenting a summary of this past fiscal year in the bulletin as I have done for the past 
six years.  It will not be a complete accounting, as it takes a few weeks into the new 
fiscal year to close the books on the last one.  Nevertheless I want to remind everyone 
ð especially if you are seventy years and six months old or older ð that the special 
opportunity that was created a few years ago has been extended until the end of this 
new fiscal year. 
 

 The opportunity in the tax laws to which I am referring allows anyone over 
seventy years and six months of age to make a charitable gift to Saint Joseph Parish or School directly from their 
IRA without paying any tax on that money.  This window of opportunity is only open until December 31, 2009.  
Let me say this again.  Through December 31, 2009, those born in 1939 ð the same year as the dedication of the 
church ð or before can make tax-free distributions up to $100,000 from their IRA to Saint Joseph Parish or 
School. 
 

 For the first time in my life I wish I was over 70½ years of age so that I could make a gift to our parish. I 
donõt have that much in my IRA, but I would gladly take advantage of this opportunity if I could.  I know from 
talking to a few parishioners that the losses they experienced in their IRAs this past year are now beginning to be 
regained little by little.  They are again willing to consider a tax-free gift to the Saint Joeõs.  Thatõs why Iõm 
bringing the matter to the attention of the whole parish.   
 

 As you can see from the repair and restoration work that continues to go on around the parish, we are 
always trying to maintain our beautiful buildings and grounds.  Just a few months ago we completed the most 
comprehensive construction project since the parish and school were built seventy years ago. The cost of this 
project depleted all the funds we raised during the Millennium Campaign and most of the monies in our Parish 
Building Fund.  When the economic situation improves somewhat and we turn our attention to the badly needed 
restoration work inside the church ð electrical wiring, painting and improved lighting ð we will need even more 
funds and will most probably launch another capital campaign.  This is why I bring this opportunity to your 
attention.  It is only available for a limited time and ð before itõs too late ð I want you at least to know about the 
possibility. 
 

 The benefits to making a gift to Saint Joseph Parish or School directly from your IRA account are as 
follows: 
 

$These distributions to Saint Joeôs can qualify as your IRA required minimum distribution if you are over 70İ 
years of age. 

$They are never included in your adjusted gross income and so are not taxable to you. 

$Even taxpayers who donôt itemize their deductions enjoy a tax benefit from giving to Saint Joeôs. 
  

 In addition to these tax-related benefits, I think those who are over seventy years and six months of age 
would gain other, more profound benefits as well.  If they took advantage of this opportunity and made a gift to 
Saint Joeõs from their IRA, they would have a deep sense of satisfaction that they have touched the future.  They 
would have contributed significantly to ensuring that this great parish with such a proud past also has a bright 
horizon and a secure future.  They would have given to the next generations of faithful Catholic people ð 
including their own children ð  what they received from their parents and grandparents.  When we reach a 
certain age, such considerations mean more than they did when we were younger, more than it is possible to put 
into words.   
 

 Opportunity is knocking.  If I can provide more information on this matter, please contact me at the 
rectory.
