Parish Choir Needs You!  



 
 In the Archdiocese of Chicago, the Archbishop of Chicago ordinarily 
appoints pastors for a six year term of office which is renewable for another six-
year term.  In the fifth year of their term, pastors are asked to participate in what 
is called the Periodic Review of Priestly Ministry.  The purpose of the Periodic 
Review of Priestly Ministry is four-fold: 
 

to affirm the priestôs personal and ministerial strengths, 

to identify areas for future personal and ministerial development, 

to assist the priest in formulating and implementing a plan to address these                               

areas, and 

to collect objective data for the Archbishop for future ministerial assignments. 
 
 As you know, during the past year I was involved in the Periodic Review of Priestly Ministry because I 
was in the fifth year of my first term as pastor.  The pastoral staff, the leaders of all the parish organizations 
and over seventy regular parishioners participated in the Review.  They were asked to complete lengthy 
surveys which posed questions about my responsibilities as a proclaimer of Godõs Word, as a leader of 
worship, as a builder of community and as a steward of the communityõs resources.  There was also a section 
on my personal and professional qualities.  The results of the Review have now been tabulated and, since so 
many parishioners were involved, I thought it appropriate that I share them with the whole parish. 
 
 First of all, I want to thank all those who took the time to participate in the Review.  I know a great 
deal of time and thought went into formulating the responses to those questions.  The anecdotal comments 
that were included along with the empirical data indicated the seriousness with which the respondents took 
their responsibility.  The general sense I take from reading and reflecting on both the data and the 
anecdotal comments is a profound humility.  The general results of the Review were overwhelmingly positive.  
This does not mean that there arenõt areas for future growth and development in my ministry as pastor, but in 
sum the responses of the parishioners were very, very affirming.  I am grateful for that as well.  Everyone 
needs to be told if they are doing a good job and not to be taken for granted.  Everyone needs to be 
encouraged in their work.  Everyone needs to be thanked for their efforts.  I feel all of this from you at this 
point in my pastorate. 
 
 As part of the Review I am requested to submit a report and developmental plan which outlines the 
principal areas of strength revealed by the feedback, lists the principal recommendations and sets forth 3-5 
goals on which I plan to focus over the next five years.  The principal areas of strength in my pastoral 
ministry were preaching, administration, liturgical and catechetical leadership, writing skills and fidelity to 
Church doctrine.  The principal recommendations were to develop a deeper awareness of the needs of the 
civic and world community, to handle conflict more sensitively, to delegate more effectively and to provide 
more training and more consistent supervision for lay ministers.  The goals I have set for myself relative to 
these recommendations are to become more involved in civic and community projects, to listen more and 
better and to delegate responsibilities more frequently. 
 
 I found the Periodic review of Priestly Ministry to be an extremely positive experience.  Again I want 
to thank all those who participated.  As I have said many times since becoming your pastor, I am deeply 
honored to be the shepherd of this great and historic parish.  I feel the kind and encouraging words Saint 
Paul wrote to the Christian community at Thessalonika best express my affection and esteem for the 
wonderful people of this parish.  òI want to share with you not only the Gospel of Christ but my very life, so 
dear have you become to me.ó   God bless you.

St. Joseph Religious Education Program 
 Although it is at home and with the family that children first  

learn about God, the more ñformalò part of their religious education  

comes from programs offered by the parish.  Here at St. Joseph we give  

children the opportunity to learn about God and His love for them - and  

all people - through classes offered for children from 3 - years old through  

8th grade.  The classroom instruction includes traditional teaching from  

our textbooks series, approved by the Archdiocese of Chicago, as well as  

service projects, the opportunity to receive the sacraments throughout the  

year and various activities to make their religion something special for each of them.  
 

All children in grades 1 - 8 participate in one family Mass each year. Prior to this Mass, the children 

meet for an extra class to learn about the Mass, so they can be more deeply involved in understanding 

the Sunday liturgy. Classes begin on Sunday, September 27th for students in pre-school through grade 6 

and on Tuesday, September 15th  for the seventh and eighth grades.
