Reflections from the Pastor 

 A year or two ago our Parish Council suggested that it was about time we 
updated our parish pictorial directory.  It had been fifteen years since we 
produced one. That was for the 150th anniversary of the establishment of Saint 
Joseph Parish. While it is quite an ambitious undertaking, I agreed that is was the 
right time.  So much has happened in the past fifteen years and so many new 
people have moved into the parish, I thought it would be a great idea to produce 
a parish family album to mark our 165th anniversary.  I am very grateful to the 
Parish Council for coming up with the idea and to Edita Maier and Nancy Canafax 
for helping me put the idea into action. 
 
 One of the most important characteristics of Saint Joseph Parish is its 

history.  We were founded the same year as the Diocese of Chicago was founded.  We are the mother 
church for all of our neighboring parishes.  At one time the boundaries of Saint Joseph Parish stretched from 
Devon Avenue in the city to the county line on the north.  A parish pictorial directory is literally a snapshot of 
a particular moment in the history of a parish. It becomes a reference point for a certain phase in the life 
and growth of a parish. It remains a touchstone that puts one in contact with parish life as it was really lived 
by a community of faith at a specific time.   
 
 Most of all, however, a parish pictorial directory puts people in communication with one another on a 
more personal basis.  Our parish, like most others, is composed of groups or circles of friends and 
acquaintances who share common interests and concerns. These groups come together for Sunday Masses 
and other parish functions at which they may or may not know people outside their own circle.  A parish 
pictorial directory can help to bridge those gaps at least by placing names with familiar faces.  One of the 
great strengths of Saint Joseph Parish is that we have so many occasions in the course of any year when 
people from the different groups in the parish come together as one: the Block Party and other social events, 
our Parish Mission and sacramental celebrations.  The harmony that develops from those parish-wide 
gatherings is truly a blessing. 
 
 For these reasons and many others I want to encourage each individual, couple, family and household 
in Saint Joseph Parish to participate in the pictorial directory project by making an appointment and having 
their picture taken for inclusion in our parish family album.  Every parishioner ð whether they come to Mass 
regularly or just on occasion ð should be included in the directory.  Every parishioner ð whether they live 
alone or are from a large family ð should be included in the directory.  We will host individual and family 
photography sessions on these dates:

     November 23-24 
     November 27-28 
     December 26-29. 
 
Weõve even scheduled several times so that college students can be included when they are home at 
Thanksgiving or Christmas.
