Reflections from the Pastor 

 I have been in Baltimore for the Fall General Assembly of the United Sates 
Conference of Catholic Bishops this past week.  I still serve on two committees of the 
Bishopsõ Conference and meetings of those committees always coincide with the 
General Assembly. 
 
 At the assembly, the bishops heard an address by the president of the 
USCCB, Cardinal Francis George of Chicago; and the USCCB chairs-elect of the 
Committees on Clergy, Consecrated Life and Vocations; Divine Worship; Domestic 
Justice and Human Development; Laity, Marriage, Family Life and Youth; and 
Migration. 
 
 Other action items included votes on: 

 

Sections of the New Roman Missal 

Pastoral letter, ñMarriage: Life and Love in the Divine Planò 

Document on reproductive technologies, ñLife-giving Love in an Age of Technologyò 

Revision of directive no. 58 in ñEthical and Religious Directives for Catholic Health Care Services.ò 
   
 The meeting agenda also included a preliminary report on the Causes and Context Study on clergy 
sexual abuse of minors conducted by the John Jay College of Criminal Justice and a report by the National 
Religious Vocation Conference on a recent study of religious vocations. 
 
 I would like to bring to the attention of the people of Saint Joseph Parish one initiative in particular, 
the bishopsõ pastoral letter, òMarriage: Life and Love in the Divine Plan.ó  Recognizing the societal 
implications of legislative and judicial efforts to redefine marriage, the bishops have joined efforts with the 
Knights of Columbus to develop a national plan of action in defense of marriage.  This effort, which highlights 
the bishopsõ promotion and protection of marriage, is being led by a committee of bishops.  Carl Anderson, 
supreme knight of the Knights of Columbus, serves as a consultant on the committee.  The Knights of Columbus 
have agreed to fund the bishopsõ efforts. 
 
 The first initiatives included the development of a brief video that is available on the Internet, 
marketing through social networking Web sites and redistribution of the bishopsõ statement on marriage, 
òBetween Man and Woman.ó   The statement, which affirms that marriage is a unique relationship between a 
man and a woman and, as such, is an essential core element of healthy societies, was released in 2003 by 
the U. S. bishops.  (It is available at  (http://www.usccb.org/bishops/manandwoman.shtml.)  This new plan to 
defend marriage continues broader efforts undertaken by the bishops aimed at promoting and protecting 
marriage.  In addition to their 2003 statement on same-sex unions, the bishops in 2004 began a National 
Pastoral Initiative for Marriage (http://www.usccb.org/laity/marriage/npim.shtml) whose main purpose is to 
strengthen marriages.  A major outreach of the Initiative has been a òFor Your Marriageó campaign. This 
campaign includes public service messages and a Web site (www.foryourmarriage.org) offering information 
and help to engaged and married couples.  
 
 I bring this particular initiative to your attention because the Churchõs teaching on marriage effects 
every Catholic family and because the present public debate on the nature of marriage often overlooks the 
Churchõs time-honored teaching.   I encourage you to visit the web sites indicated above and familiarize 
yourself with our bishopsõ efforts to exercise their legitimate teaching authority on the vital topic of marriage.

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St. Joseph Parish is fortunate to have two speakers for Advent 2009. 
 

The Reverend Richard J. Mueller will give two Advent talks this year.  The first talk will be on  
Wednesday, December 2nd òPraying as Jesus Prayed: The Psalms;ó and his second talk will be on 
Wednesday, December 16th òSt. Paul: The Man and His Message.ó  Both will be in the Community Room 
and will begin at 7:30 PM each Wednesday. 
 

Fr. Mueller was ordained in 1963 and has ministered in urban and suburban parishes and also as a New-
man Chaplain at Northwestern University.  From 1972-1992, he was on the faculty of The College Semi-
nary.  He was Associate Professor of Theology, Director of Spiritual Life and Spiritual Director. 
 

He has conducted, preached and directed retreats for priests, religious sisters and seminarians around the 
country and given missions and seminars in Chicago area parishes. 
 

He was the pastor of St. Norbert Parish in Northbrook from 1995-2007.  Presently he resides there but 
has retired from parish administration. 
 

Fr. Mueller created and presently directs a program of discernment and formation for second career vo-
cations to the priesthood.  The program is called INSEARCH. 
 

We are also able to have Father Ronald Kunkel come to talk to us on Wednesday, December 9th òThe 
Continuation of the Advent Mystery: The Eucharist as Source and Summit of the Christian Life.ó  
Again, beginning at 7:30 PM in the Community Room. 

 

Father Kunkel was ordained a priest of the Archdiocese of Chicago in May, 2000.  He holds degrees 
from the University of Notre Dame, the Pontifical Gregorian University, and the Pontifical Athenaeum of 
Saint Anselm.  Father Kunkel is a candidate for a Doctorate in Sacred Theology at the University of Saint 
Mary of the Lake. 
 

After completing an advanced degree in sacramental theology in Rome, Father Kunkel was appointed As-
sociate Pastor at Saint Peter Parish, Skokie, in July 2001.  From January 2002 through June 2005, he 
served as Associate Pastor and Director of Liturgy at Holy Name Cathedral, Chicago. 
 

Currently, Father Kunkel is a member of the faculty at Mundelein Seminary, teaching courses in the areas 
of liturgy, sacraments and Christian anthropology. He also provides sacramental assistance at Saint Mary 
Parish, Lake Forest. 
 

Father Kunkel is a member of the Society for Catholic Liturgy and the Fellowship of Catholic Scholars, and 
was a founding member of the board of directors for the Illinois Catholic Prayer Breakfast.
