Reflections from the Pastor 

 This past month we have remembered and treasured especially all those 
from Saint Joseph Parish who have died over the past year as well as those whose 
names are inscribed in our parish Book of the Dead.  On the Feast of All Souls our 
Bereavement Committee hosted a special Mass of Remembrance for them and a 
simple reception for any members of their families who wanted to come.  Some 
came and brought pictures of their loved ones to display at the Mass.  At the 
Offertory of the Mass they brought lit candles representing the life of their loved 
ones forward and placed them on the Communion railing.  Then each of the names 
of the deceased were read out so that all could remember the individual together 
in quiet reflection.  Such a dignified ritual for remembering and cherishing I have 
learned is typical of the pastoral life of this wonderful parish. 
 

 I mentioned to a few of the members of the Bereavement Committee at the reception that followed 
the Mass of Remembrance that it was growing personally harder to preside at this Mass because over the 
years I have come to know more and more of those who have died and who we are remembering with such 
fondness.  As each name is read I associate my experiences of the person while their name is echoing around 
the church.  I recall home visits, conversations at parish events, hospital visits, Communion calls, celebrations of 
the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick and just plain hellos and how-are-yours on Sunday morning.  I 
guess I am learning that the longer one serves as pastor, the closer the pastorõs relationships with his people 
become and consequently the deeper the grief he feels at their loss. 
 

 This coming Wednesday is the first anniversary of the death of a unique parishioner, Maria Friedrich.  
I donõt think anyone who knew Maria would disagree with that assessment.  While all parishioners occupy a 
special place in my heart, Maria was not only a long-time parishioner but also an employee of the parish 
whom I hired.  She frequently said, òMy family is all gone.  This parish is my family now.ó  She lived every 
day of her life as a testament to that realization.  When no one was watching she would be in the church 
with a small plastic bag picking up papers and cleaning out the pews from a busy weekend.  In the quiet of 
the morning hours, she prayed the Liturgy of the Hours each day for the people of this parish.  When no one 
else knew the whereabouts of something needed for the liturgy, Maria did.  We are still looking for things 
only she could find. 
 

 A few months before Maria died she told me she was leaving a portion of her estate to the parish.  
At first I did not want to speak about it, but she insisted that she was leaving some of her estate to the parish 
because the parish was her family.  I slowly got up the courage on several occasions to ask her what 
specifically she wanted her gift to accomplish in the parish.  She always simply said, òWhatever you think 
best.ó  A few months after her death, we were notified that the portion of Mariaõs estate she left the parish 
amounted to $60,000.  I kept this information to myself as I thought and prayed about how best to allocate 
her gift.  A few weeks later I gathered Mariaõs closest friends ð those who cared so beautifully for her in her 
last months ð  for a conversation about her life at Saint Joeõs and her legacy to the parish.  All confirmed 
that her first love was the Mass, the Eucharistic liturgy.  She was the first chairperson of the Liturgy Committee 
and had served on it for many, many years.  She attended Mass every day and the Sunday Eucharist was 
truly the highlight of her week. So it seemed evident that Mariaõs gift should be used in some way to enhance 
the liturgical life of the parish.   
 

After more careful consideration and in light of the counsel I received from Mariaõs dearest ones, I concluded 
that the greatest need in the liturgical life of our parish is the repair of the church organ.  Maria often said, 
òYou know, Father, this church is the cathedral of the North Shore.ó  Unfortunately the organ in this great 
church is in a sad state of disrepair and has been declining steadily over the past few years.  Our last three  
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music directors have all told me if something isnõt done to repair and rebuild the organ, one day it will simply stop 
functioning.  Therefore I have decided to use Mariaõs bequest to begin the repair and rebuilding of the church or-
gan.  The project will cost considerably more than that amount and will probably take a few years to complete, but 
Mariaõs gift provides a solid start.  In her memory, I want to invite other gifts as well.  If anyone would like to con-
tribute to this effort, please contact me.
