Reflections from the Pastor 

 There are times in the life of a pastor when itõs simply too hard to keep up 
with whatõs going on in the Church.  This week has been one of those times.  So 
many pastoral issues are converging at this time that itõs almost dizzying.  Each 
one is important, but the terrible tragedy unfolding in Haiti presents the most 
compelling immediate pastoral challenges to all of us. 
 

 On Tuesday, January 12th a magnitude 7.0 earthquake ravaged the 
island nation of Haiti and destroyed countless homes, churches, seminaries, schools, 
and other buildings and has left millions without the most basic necessities of life.  

The whole Church mourns the terrible suffering of the people of Haiti.  Our faith 
compels us to pray for and reach out to our brothers and sisters in their time of 

suffering.  The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops has asked the bishops throughout the country 
to hold special collections for the people of Haiti and has designated Catholic Relief Services as the 
principal recipient of donations intended to alleviate the pain and suffering of the people of Haiti.  The 
special collection here at Saint Josephõs will be this weekend, January 23-24.  I earnestly hope that the 
response of the people of our parish will be as generous and caring as were our responses to the Asian 

tsunami and the New Orleans hurricane.  I am confident that we will rise to assist our brothers and sisters in 

Haiti with both our prayers and our financial support. 
 

 January 18-24, 2010 is also the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity.  Each year a week is set 
aside by all the Christian churches to pray and reflect on those doctrinal considerations which unite us and 
those which divide us.  The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity invites the whole Christian community 

throughout the world to pray in communion with the prayer of Jesus òthat they all may be oneó (John 
17:21).  The theme for the 2010 Week of Prayer for Christian Unity is òYou Are Witnesses of These 
Things.ó  It comes from Luke's gospel Chapter 24 verse 48.  On Sunday, January 24 at 4 PM the 10th 
annual Chicago Ecumenical Prayer Service will be held at he Community Church of Wilmette at 1020 
Forest Avenue.  Rev. Dr. Zina Jacque, pastor of the Community Church of Barrington, will be the featured 
preacher.  The Service is being sponsored by over twenty churches and denominations including the 

Archdiocese of Chicago. 
 

 January 22, 2010 marks the thirty-seventh anniversary of the tragic 1973 Supreme Court decision 
in Roe v. Wade, the decision that legalized abortion.  Each year people pause to recognize the date in 
some way. Some speak out, some march, some reach out, some educate, some just reflect. Many pray.  
We are marking the day here at Saint Josephõs with special prayers and the recitation of the Rosary for 
Life at 5 PM on Sunday, January 24.  Each year pro-life Americans have shown that their commitment will 
not waver, their efforts will not cease.  Our firm conviction as Catholics that òlife must be protected with 
the utmost care from the moment of conceptionó (Second Vatican Council's Pastoral Constitution on the 
Church in the Modern World, no. 51) has been a part of the Churchõs constant witness since the Apostolic 
age and has inspired millions to defend human life at every stage.  Against the backdrop of a society in 
which many institutions of influence endorse legal abortion, the pro-life movement has grown year by 
year, in numbers and in vitality. 
 

 Add to these our ongoing evangelization efforts through òCatholics Come Home,ó our upcoming 
celebration of Catholic Schools Week and the Archdiocese of Chicagoõs Annual Catholic Appeal and you 
can see what I mean.  I can hardly keep track of all these events and issues, let alone do something about 
them.  In the midst of it, however, please keep the poor victims of the Haitian earthquake in your prayers 
and thoughts.  God bless you.
