From the Pastorôs Desk 

I realize that I can be a romantic at heart, an idealist at work and a 
historian in memory, but the 4th of July is something dear to all of us!  I realize too 
that some party just to party, but again, as Christians this day should be a day to 
hold dear because of the freedom we possess.  We are very fortunate that our 
fore-fathers were God-fearing men and in some cases Christian to hammer out the 
Declaration of Independence and eventually write our Constitution.  Yes, others 
have copied us by now, but we were the first in succeeding with the plan at hand. 

The 4th of July is more about who we are as a nation than it is about a party; yet, I guess in the 
minds of some this is a way to express our solidarity for what we stand for as a nation.
